Last night, Governor Whitmer sent out an executive order for all K-12 schools to be closed effective
Monday March 16 until Monday, April 6™. The intention of this executive order is to try to slow down
the spreading of the Coronavirus, or COVID — 19. We received clarification today that cyber schools are
not part of that executive order and can maintain a normal operation schedule.

Therefore, Michigan Virtual Charter Academy will continue to operate and serve our students and
families. We will, however, operate on a modified schedule. The reason for this is that we recognize that
many of our families will experience disruption with their families due to the impact of the executive
orders as well as the evolving world health issue.

Our goal is to partner with parents to provide a sense of normalcy for our students during this time of
uncertainty. MVCA will cancel all live class connects for Monday, while our team makes final
modifications to our schedule for the next two weeks. Your principal and/or teachers will send you the
modified schedule as soon as possible which may be Monday.

Students will have a smaller workload during this time frame to allow your family time to navigate any
issues that may arise due to changes occurring daily in our world. Know that we are here for you and we
look forward to continuing to serve you.

Together we will continue to demonstrate the benefits and advantages of
quality online education. We thank you for your partnership.
